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Some of the attendees at the Sullivan Homecoming of 1892 

Your editor owns a copy of the Wellington Enter-

prise dated 22 Aug 1922, a Lorain County newspaper 

which featured a multi-page article on the Sullivan 

Home-Coming  written by H. W. Culp, of Toledo, 

Ohio. The author advertises the ñfifth anniversary of 

the little townôs Centennialò and includes a detailed 

history of Sullivan along with a list of attendees. Lot-

tie (Reed) Hubler and Nettie (Tanner) Hubler, great 

grandmother and great great grandmother of your 

editor, attended the event and saved the souvenir 

issue. Neither Mr. Culp, nor Grant Eaton (who com-

piled the Sullivan history first read at the Sullivan 

Centennial on 28 Aug 1917), mentioned an earlier 

homecoming celebration held back in 1892. A photo-

graph of this 1892 event was recently purchased by 

your editor at the estate sale of a neighbor, Richard 

Laborie, a descendant of the first settler of Hunting-

ton Township. With the advent of the home com-

puter, one can easily scan these old group pictures 

and enlarge them greatly to actually see the partici-

pants.
