Edward F. Younger, who chose the 

body beneath the monument in Arlington, says 

his unknown comrade did not die in vain. 

  The former army sergeant, now a postoffice 

foreman here, spoke of American sacrifices in 

the last war:  ñI should say they died in a good 

cause.ò 

  He chose his words carefully:  ñthey tried to 

save Democracyðat least thatôs what they 

told us we were fighting forðand they did 

save it once.  Now it has to be saved a second 

time, but that does not take away from the 

value of the work they did. 

  ñHowever, Iôm against America getting into 

this war.  We have no business fighting in 

Europe under any circumstances.  We should 

stay at home.  War is useless.ò 

 WOUNDED IN ACTION .. 

  Sergt. Younger, now partly bald and, he ad-

mits, too heavy to get into his old uniform in 

comfort, enlisted in the United State army in 

February, 1917, when he was 18.  

  In France, he suffered shell concussion when 

a projectile struck a building, killing all the 

occupants but him.  Again he was machine-

gunned.  He went over the top five times. 

  After the war he re-enlisted and was sent to 

Germany with the Army of Occupation. 

  Sergt. Younger told of his part in selection of 

the Unknown Soldier in long-practiced 

phrases. 
NOT TOLD OF PLANS 

  ñSix of us were chosen as pall-bearers,ò he 

said.  ñWe had no idea any of us would pick 

the unknown soldier. 

  ñBut when we got to Chalons-Sur-Marne the 

officer in charge asked our war records and 

decided I had the best one.  So he chose me. 

  ñThe next morning, Oct.24, 1921, I chose the 

unknown soldier. 

 

ñI went into a little chapel in the Chalone-

Sur-Marne city hall, where I saw four cas-

kets.  They handed me a tiny bunch of pink 

and white roses and told me to place it on 

one of the caskets.  Then they left me 

alone. 

  ñI walked around the caskets and finally 

placed it on the third from the right. 

  ñSomething seemed to tell me to stop 

every time I walked by it and say óPick that 

one!ô  I feel I must have known him.  

Then, I went outside and told the officers I 

had chosen. 

  ñThe next day we escorted the coffin, and  

spent the night in Paris.  The following day 

we went on the morning boat train to Le 

Havre, where sailors from the U.S.S. 

Olympia took charge.ò 

  He no longer knows the names of his 

comrades. 

  Sergt Younger has seen the grave at Ar-

lington five times. 

  On several occasions, he says he has been 

approached by Gold Star mothers, each 

pathetically asking if her son might not be 

the unknown soldier.  Sergt. Younger tells 

each that he has no description.  He adds to 

each that it might 

be her son. 

  Sergt. Younger 

says that if his 

country needs him 

again he will go.  

He is a family man 

now, with a wife, 

Agnes, a daughter 

and a son.

JOHN SHEARER/SHERER: 

Looking for parents and siblings of John SHEARER/SHERER  b: 1801 PA, moved 

to  Wayne, Ashland, Holmes County area with family in 1806, lived and grew up 

there.  Married Sarah SILLS in 1820s, purchased a farm in late 1830s early 1840s 

in Knox Township (portions of Sections 20 SE and 29NE) that he sold in October 

1849 to Asberry WADDLE when he relocated to Osceola, IA. He served for a 

number of years in the 1830s as a Justice of the Peace for Knox Township, Holmes 

County, Ohio.  Believe him to be son of Thomas SHEARER b: 1770-80 PA who 

was living beside him on the 1840 Federal Census Knox Township, Holmes 

County, Iowa.
