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ROWSBURG UNVEILS 

 MONUMENT TO  

 CELEBRATE 101 YEARS 
(Ashland Times Gazette    June 22, 1936) 

       Remembering the happy days of their 

childhood, former residents of the Rowsburg 

and Buchanan school districts went ñback 

homeò to Rowsburg Saturday, when a Home-

coming was held in the village to celebrate the 

founding of the village 101 years ago. 

     They came from the north, the east, the 

south and the west, these former Rowsburgers, 

and they found a royal welcome awaiting 

them in the fine program arranged for their 

pleasure by the Homecoming committees, 

with plenty of time left for visiting and greet-

ing of old friends. 

     There were 225 at the picnic dinner held on 

the lawn of the Methodist church, and in the 

afternoon 50 more came for the program 

which featured the unveiling of the monument 

for which a commemorative plaque was given 

by Dr. W.F. EMERY of Ashland, one of the 

former residents of the district. 

     Miss Birdie NOEL, a former teacher in the 

Rowsburg schools and later in Ashland 

schools, welcomed the visitors as president of 

the homecoming organization.  She said, in 

part, ñA proverb says óGod made the country.  

The devil made the city.ô.  Between Godôs 

country and the devilôs city is the small town, 

combining the best features of both.  The heri-

tage of small town memories is something for 

which there is no substitute.  The best thing 

about a small town is the people.  The 

neighborliness of the small town is an honest 

tradition.  Small towns have culture in a 

greater degree than cities.  Your memories of 

our village must be pleasant or you would not 

be here today, to look at the old scenes and 

treat the old soil, to look up old friends and 

renew their acquaintance.  Our appearance 

may have changed, but our personalities, like 

the hills and the valleys, remain the same.  We 

have come to tread the old soil, renew our 

youthful environment.  For the thoughts of 

youth are long, long thoughts.  The impres-

sions go with us through life.  As we grow 

older, they mean more to us.ò 

     Rev. B.F. MARTIN of Ashland, who in 

boyhood attended the Buchanan school in 

Perry township, made the prayer. 

     Dr. EMERY gave the presentation as the 

monument was unveiled, and Dr. F.H. 

WELLER accepted it on behalf of the commu-

nity, expressing appreciation of the memorial 

tablet and referring to the Rowsburg of the 

past, the people who went forth from the vil-

lage and the pride that residents today have in 

their town. 

     Dr. EMERY spoke as follows: ñSeveral 

years ago I was approached by members of the 

Ashland County Historical Society about plac-

ing some form of a marker in this village 

which is so full of history, and to many of us, 

memories of happy childhood. 

     It was in 1835 or 101 years ago, that it was 

founded by Michael D. ROW, since which 

time it has had its part in all the activities 

which make history for any community and 

nation.

    It was here that many of us first saw the light of day.  It was 

here we played our childhood games and fought our childish 

fights.   

      It was here we laid the foundation for the part we were to 

play in the development of characters which would better fit us 

for future usefulness in this nation. 

     It was here when this nation was threatened with being rent 

asunder, that James A. GARFIELD, who later became the 20th 

president of this nation, recruited 50 young men for service in 

42nd O.V.I. during the Civil War, one of whom was my honored 

father. 

     It was this that prompted me to bring you this gift today on 

the occasion of our homecoming. 

      No more fitting place could have been found for its location 

that this.  Facing the home where at my motherôs knee I was 

taught those things which linger in our memory as long as we are 

permitted to live.  To our right is the school where most of us 

learned our ABCôs and were taught the three Rôs so essential to 

our early education, and where I first met the girl that later be-

came my companion through life.  And to my left stand the 

churches, the one here and the other down over the hill, with 

their spires pointing heavenward where most of us were in-

structed in the great truths of the Bible, so necessary to our future 

welfare. 

     So you see we have the home, the school and the church, the 

three great principles upon which this government of ours is 

founded. 

     I therefore dedicate this monument and present it to the citi-

zens of this community in memory of those men who went out 

from here to preserve this nation and to make it the best country 

in which to live.  May it ever stand as a reminder of their loyalty 

to this country whose principles they fought to uphold.ò 

     Unveiling of the monument revealed the huge boulder in the 

Methodist church yard, with its bronze plaque bearing the fol-

lowing inscription: ñRowsburg, Founded April 15, 1835.  Near 

this spot in September, 1861, James A. GARFIELD, who later 

became the 20th president of the nation recruited 50 members of 

Company C for his regiment, the 42nd Ohio 

Volunteer Infantry, in the Civil War.  

Erected June 20, 1936.ò 

     Judge Charles C. CHAPMAN of Ash-

land, president of the Ashland County His-

torical Society, spoke of the influence of 

the smaller communities on the life of the 

nation, the people who went forth from the 

rural communities to positions in the cities.  

He mentioned that 52 years ago his father 

had located in the Katotawa valley and re-

ferred to some of the Rowsburg people of 

50 years ago.  He mentioned some of the 

people who came from Rowsburg, includ-

ing Senator ALLISON, Dr. EMERY and 

many others who were to enjoy success. 

     Mrs. Dora SMALLEY of Rowsburg, 

wearing a costume of the long ago with a 

treasured belt that contains buttons from 

soldiersô uniforms of the Civil War and the World War, led the 

singing of the Rowsburg community song. 

     After the exercises at the monument, there was a program in 

the Methodist church, Miss NOEL presiding. 

     William A. DUFF of Ashland, secretary of the Ashland 

County Historical Society, spoke first, followed by introduction  

of former residents. 

     The oldest teacher present was Mrs. Rebecca HARRIS, Solo-

mon FIRESTON of Wayne county, another venerable teacher, 

was unable to be present.  Mrs. Lucretia VAN NEST ALBERT-

SON, daughter of the late Squire VAN NEST of Rowsburg, and 

wife of the Rev. Edmund ALBERTSON of Winona Lake, Ind., 

gave a splendid talk.  She will be 86 years old next September 

10.  The oldest former resident present was William RITTEN-

HOUSE of Ashland, now 92, a Civil War veteran. 

     The program committee, composed of Mrs. F.E. HARRIS, 

Mrs. H.B. ROPP, Mrs. Catherine COLE STEELE and Stanton 

BOFFENMYER, had arranged ñLiving Pictures of Former 

Teachers,ò a feature of the program, as a tribute to teachers, liv-

ing and dead, who had taught in the schools of the districts.  

They were assisted by several Rowsburg people who imperson-

ated the various teachers of long ago.  Mrs. Floyd HARRIS intro-

duced the feature and Miss Katherine Jane ROPP of Ashland 

read the epitaphs as the various teachers were impersonated. 

BOFFENMYER impersonated Teacher RUNYON, D.F. STONE 

and other teachers, including Bert GARBER, now an attorney in 

St. Louis.  A letter from GARBER was read in the course of the 

afternoon.  Dr. LEHR, founder of Ohio Northern University at 

Ada, who taught in Rowsburg about 1860 was impersonated by 

Ray GARDNER; Reese WALLACE by Marquis GARN; Wil-

liam CAMPBELL by Ed DUNNER, who with Floyd HARRIS 

impersonated John Henry McCRAY, a former teacher in the vil-

lage.  Mrs. Molly DORLAND EBERLY was impersonated by 

Mrs. Ed DUNNER; Molly AMBROSE by Beulah GARDNER; 

Similda DORLAND and Elizabeth YANDERS NOEL by Mrs. 

Ada ROPP; Rose VAN NEST McHOSE by Mrs. Dora 

SMALLEY; Clay CAMPBELL by Frank WELLER; A.K. 

GRUBB by Floyd HARRIS; George NICOL by Marquis GARN; 

Foss McBRIDE by Floyd HARRIS.  Other teachers of the long 

ago mentioned were John STAYER, Maggie GRUVER, Maggie 

BITTINGER NOEL, Emma TAL-

BOTT KLINE and others. 

     Names of former teachers who are 

still living, some of whom were pre-

sent, were then read.  Altogether the 

names of more than 100 former teach-

ers, living and dead, were mentions. 

     Preceding the living pictures of 

teachers, there was a sketch, ñThe Re-

turn of the Founder of Roswburg, Mi-

chael D. ROW and his wife, to Rows-

burg of Today.ò  They were imperson-

ated by Beulah and Viola GARDNER, 

Mrs. Floyd HARRIS also appeared in 

the sketch.  The founder of the village 

and his wife are buried at Rowsburg. 

They have no direct living descen-

dants.

Surviving Soldiers Residing in Ashland County May 30, 1908 
Showing Service, Rank, Position, Company, Regiment and Post Office Address

contact this editor.  As I have said before, there is ALWAYS something we can learn of our ancestors 

and their struggles in the years between 1861-1865. Never leave a leaf unturned. 

 

Thaddeus Sobieski Constantine LOWE, known as Professor T. 

S. C. Lowe, was a distinguished American Civil War aeronaut, 

scientist, and inventor, mostly self-educated in the fields of 

chemistry, meteorology, and aeronautics, and the father of mili-

tary aerial reconnaissance in the United States.  He was born 

August 20, 1832 in New Hampshire and could claim ancestry 

back to the early Mayflower Pilgrims. He had only a common 

schooling in early life, but found himself drawn to chemistry, 

natural philosophy and similar studies. At a very early age, he 

turned his attention to aeronautics and ballooning. Around the 

age of ten, life for him changed when his mother died and his 

father remarried.  He was ñbound outò to a neighboring farm 

who did not appreciate his insatiable appetite for learning.  

Surely there was more to life then working on this farm.  Finally, 

on the Fourth of July in 1843, at the age of fourteen, Thad de-

cided to gain his own independence and headed to Portland, 

Maine, which was one hundred miles.  During this time he be-

came completely captivated with the ñairshipsò and with the 

prospect of crossing the Atlantic..   
 

By the late 1850s Lowe was well known for his theories in the 

meteorological sciences as well as his balloon building.  His goal 

and dream was to build his own balloon and cross the Atlantic. 

In 1857 he did build and pilot his first balloon in tethered flight 

at a small farm in Hoboken, New Jersey.  He also saw first hand 

the wind currents he wanted to study further. From that point on, 

ballooning became an obsession.  In 1858 Lowe built a larger 

balloon, this balloon twice the size of the first and made of the 

finest Indian silk.  He was intent on studying the air currents of 

these balloons and believed that balloons might some day carry 

passengers across the Atlantic Ocean. 
 

His first attempt at a transatlantic launch on September 7, 1860 

failed when his balloon was ripped open by the wind. A second 

attempt on September 29 was halted when the repaired spot on 

the balloon bulged during inflation. Lowe needed to overhaul the 

balloon and wait till the next spring.  His flight took off on the 

early morning of April 19, 1861 from Cincinnati and was to re-

turn him to the eastern sea-

board.  (This was two days 

after Virginia had seceded 

from the Union.) The flight 

misdirected him to Union-

ville, South Carolina where 

he was put under house arrest 

as a Yankee spy.  After some 

time and a lot of talking, and 

because he was an estab-

lished man of science, he was 

allowed to return home where he had received word to come to 

Washington with his balloon.  
 

With the beginning of the Civil War, Lowe's dreams of the trans-

atlantic flight was put on hold. He offered 

his services to the Union Army as an 

aeronaut for the purposes of performing 

aerial reconnaissance on the Confederate 

troops and in July 1861 President Lincoln 

appointed Lowe Chief Aeronaut of the 

Union Army Balloon Corps. The newly 

formed Corps remained a civilian con-

tract organization, never receiving mili-

tary commissions, a dangerous position if 

any one of the men be captured as spies 

and executed.  Thaddeus Lowe developed 

and supervised a fleet of manned balloons 

that provided valuable information to Union forces on enemy 

troop positions and movements. His balloons became the first 

aviation aircraft used in American military history.  During this 

time he also invented the portable hydrogen gas generator, 

launched balloons off barges to make the first aircraft carrier, 

and took Civil War photographer Matthew Brady in the air for 

early aerial photography,  Though his work was generally suc-

cessful, there was a lot of competition from other balloonists and 

much doubt from others within the military.  Administrative er-

rors and general lack of support eventually brought Lowe's bal-

loon operations to an end.  Loweôs Balloon Corps was never 

really appreciated.  Because of disputes over his operations and 

pay, he finally resigned in May of 1863. 
 

The techniques of aerial reconnaissance developed by Lowe be-

came known around the world.  Great Britain, France, and Brazil 

offered him the position of major-general if he would organize a 

balloon corps for them. However, having had enough of war, he 

declined the offer; he did send them a balloon with equipment 

including portable generators. 
 

Lowe returned to the private sector and shortly after the war in-

vented a type of artificial refrigeration and also a cheap way to 

manufacture heating and illuminating gas. This gas production 

was so successful that by the 1880s, Lowe Gas heated and illu-

minated nearly seventy percent of all the homes in the United 

States. His inventions and patents on this process and ice making 

machines made him a millionaire. 
 

In 1887 he moved to Los Angles, California and became quite 

prominent and continued his inventions.  On July 4th, 1893 

Thaddeus Lowe opened his incline railway to the world. By the 

time it ceased operation in 1936, it had served nearly four mil-

lion passengers. It was the steepest incline railway in the world 

with a 63 percent grade at the steepest part. Eventually he lost 

the railway and his  fortunes.  He lived out his days with his 

daughter where he died January 16, 1913 
 

Lowe wrote about his descent in South Carolina ñMemoirs of Thaddeus 

S. C. Lowe, Chief of the Aeronautic Corps of the Army of the United 

States during the Civil Warò. There have been many other books written 

about him.
